Internet links appreciated. Suggest moving all the “user guide” type information in sections 2 to 6 to an appendix and shortening these into a summary of what OpenDap and LAS are, and why they are important for the project. Otherwise, you lose the attention of the reader by the time you get to the meat of the paper – sections 7 onwards.

2. Accuracy

· This paper makes a lot of usual terms clearer, everything is well defined.

· Internal metrics classes are well defined but the chapter looks a little like a catalogue; it may be nicer to have a table such as it was made to summarize the models.

3. Clarity

· Table I is useful but needs titles and descriptions for each column to make it clearer.

· This paper makes short summaries and gives internet links for “personal curiosity”, which is easy to read,

· It is difficult to follow the different types of metrics as they are currently laid out. For better clarity, as suggested earlier, it would be nice to have a table summarizing what the different classes of metrics can provide. Perhaps also, highlight names of metrics in bold within the text so it is easier to pick them out. 

4. Presentation

· There are different fonts and size of fonts in the text (example page 8, between the paragraphs of classes 2 and 3),

· Separating class 4 with a line may be confusing,

· Some French expressions such as : “allows you” p.2, “the methodology developed” p.10, “front” p.5.

The paper plan was given at the beginning of this review. In fact, we thought it would be nice to have bigger chapters instead of many paragraphs. It depends if we consider this paper style as an “article” or as lecture. We would have suggested (but this is very personal) :
